Processor time on a 66/40 or 66/60 with 256K of 
memory is priced at 593.00 per hour. Charges for on-line 
peripherals vary from $2.70 to $18.50 per hour; for off-line 
peripherals, 59.25 to $24.70 per hour.

Monthly charges are 137 to 140 times the hourly rates. These 
rates do not include supplies. 

The basic operating system, basic job management and 
file systems, programming tools such as linking and de­
bugging aids, the job control language, and conversion aids 
are provided to all Level 66 and Level 68 users at no 
additional cost. A basic kit of documentation is also pro­
vided with the system. Monthly license fees are charged for 
language processors, utilities, application packages, com­
munications software, and advanced job management and 
file systems. 

Education services include standard courses, advanced pro­
gressional training, and self-instruction. Prices vary from 
$65 to 51,150 for all services except self-instruction. All 
self-instruction material except the self-instruction laboratory 
program can be purchased, while some can be rented. Fees 
for purchase of this material vary from $12.95 to $1,495. 
Rental prices, when available, vary from $30 to $100. Self­
instruction laboratory program ccourses are available at $40 
to $165 per student. 

CONTRACT TERMS: Level 66 and Level 68 equipment is 
available for purchase or for rental under a I-year, 3-year, or 
5-year lease. The I-year and 3-year basic monthly rentals 
entitle the user to 176 hours of central processor usage per 
month with on-call remedial maintenance between the hours 
of 8 a.m. and 6 p.m. on Mondays through Fridays. For 
scheduled usage beyond this period, with on-call maintenance 
service, the user pays an additional charge which is a fixed 
percentage of the monthly maintenance charge. Alter­
natively, the user can obtain on-call maintenance service at 
standard hourly rates of $45 per man-hour. Unlimited use is 
permitted for all peripheral devices and for central processors 
on a 5-year lease.

The GCOS 8 memory is managed through the implementation of segmentation. Each segment is 
a unit of protection. Memory management is controlled by a combination of the hardware and 
the operating system software and is transparent to applications, programmers and terminal 
users. 

The maximum physical memory that can be managed under GCOS 8 is 64 megabytes. Up to 511 
concurrent processes, 488 of which can be user processes, are supported under GCOS 8. 

Tightly coupled multiprocessor configurations are fully supported by GCOS 8 permitting 
multiple processors to operate under the control of one copy of the operating system and 
associated system software. With this functionality, all coupled processors are effectively 
interchangeable and operate to share the load being processed.

New Product Announcement 

The GCOS 8 memory is managed through the implementation of segmentation. Each segment is 
a unit of protection. Memory management is controlled by a combination of the hardware and 
the operating system software and is transparent to applications, programmers and terminal 
users. 

The maximum physical memory that can be managed under GCOS 8 is 64 megabytes. Up to 511 
concurrent processes, 488 of which can be user processes, are supported under GCOS 8. 

Tightly coupled multiprocessor configurations are fully supported by GCOS 8 permitting 
mUltiple processors to operate under the control of one copy of the operating system and 
associated system software. With this functionality, all coupled processors are effectively 
interchangeable and operate to share the load being processed. 

GCOS 8 will become available for shipment in the third quarter of 1980. Its operating systems 
executive (OSE) is supplied on a no-charge license fee basis. All other elements including such 
system software dependent components as a Data Management-IV I Integrated Transaction 
Processor (DM-IV I ITP), can be licensed at a monthly charge. All transaction processing routines 
(TPRs) that comprise the GCOS 8 multiprocessing DM-IV I ITP environment can be handled in 
any CPU. ALL TPRs are programmed in COBOL-74 and each has its own domain. Existing 
TPRs from DM-IV ITP have to be relinked to be used in the new ITP environment. 

Concurrent with the announcement of GCOS 8, Honeywell introduced a separate pricing policy 
for large-scale operating systems and an extra-charge optional expanded software support 
service. Both policies will begin immediately for GCOS III and GCOS 8 usage on systems ordered 
from October 9, 1979 onward. Current licensed users of GCOS III on existing systems will 
continue to receive software support under the previous software policies until October 1, 1980. 

Expanded software support service for the OSE will be optional at a charge, based on the power 
of the central system. Expanded software support service for system software-dependent 
components will be optional at a charge that varies by system software product. 

For customers of GCOS III, certain selected functions previously included in the basic operating 
system will be priced separately. The software license fee for elements of GCOS III already 
carrying separate charges will be adjusted to reflect charge of the optional expanded software 
support service (see preceding equipment price list beginning on page 70C-480-13bb). 

With the introduction of the DPS 8, Honeywell extended remote maintenance to its large scale 
computer products. This service is a logical extension of the service found on the Level 62 and 
Level 64 systems.
