After reading Part 1, all 
networked users (system administrators and end users) should refer to the 
Solaris 2.2 System Configuration and Installation Guide for specific installation 
instructions. 

• Part 2 - Standalone, Non-networked Installation is for the standalone non­
networked user; it provides step-by-step procedures for installing your 
system.

interface

Automatic Installation 

Installation Overview 

This chapter is for anyone installing the Solaris 2.2 environment. Installation 
can be done by a system administrator, a user, or both. Sun offers two types of 
installation for networked and non-networked systems: automatic and manual. 
Both have advantages. This chapter will help you decide which is best for you. 

The advantages of using automatic installation (also called JumpStart™ and 
auto-install) are most evident if you are a system administrator of a networked 
site. Automatic installation enables you to preconfigure systems with all the 
system and network information required for installation. Using automatic 
installation with networks: 

• Centralizes installation 

• Reduces installation time by enabling you to define classes of systems on a 
network or classes by type of end user, and have a default or customized 
configuration for a specific class 

• Allows end users to participate in the installation or be completely insulated 
from the process 

If you have a standalone non-networked system, you are your own system 
administrator and can use automatic installation to install the default software 
that resides on the CD-ROM.

Manual Installation 
Manual installation (also called suninstall) enables system administrators 
and end users to maintain complete control of the installation process, whether 
networked or non-networked. Through an interactive program, you can decide 
to accept the defaults (Quick Install) or customize the Solaris 2.2 environment 
(Custom Install). 

Choosing Automatic or Manual 

Installation Scenarios 

Preconfiguring Systems

All system installations (whether networked or non-networked, new or 
existing) offer the choice of automatic or manual installation. The decision to 
use one or the other depends on: 

• The level of interaction you want with the installation program (networked 
or non-networked) 

• Whether you want to accept the default Solaris 2.2 environment or 
customize it 

• Your level of expertise 

The following pages provide a wide range of examples of automatic and 
manual installations and the decision making that is involved. While not every 
installation scenario is covered, nor every step, it will give you a high-level 
look at installing the Solaris 2.2 environment. 

As a system administrator, you decide the amount of preconfiguring you want 
to do. You can preconfigure information listed in the Preinstallation Worksheet 
on the following page. End users can participate in gathering any or all of this 
information. Any information not preconfigured must be supplied by users 
when they boot their systems.

What You Should Know 

About This Section 

This section is for users with standalone non-networked systems with graphics 
terminals. If your system is connected to a network, follow the installation 
instructions described in the Solaris 2.2 System Configuration and Installation 
Guide. 

This section describes how to boot a new system and upgrade an existing 
system to the Solaris® 2.2 environment. It assumes you are not a system 
administrator and do not have access to one. The instructions describe how to 
automatically install end user software without redividing your disks into 
slices, or deleting operating system software. 

If you have a new system, you should be familiar with basic computer 
terminology and concepts, and a tree-structured file system. You should also be 
familiar with using a three-button mouse, graphical user interfaces, and typing 
commands at a prompt. 

If you are upgrading your system to the Solaris 2.2 environment, you should be 
familiar with the Solaris environment including the DeskSet™ tools and also 
SunOS™ commands and shells.

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Checking the Hardware 

This chapter describes hardware compatibility and configuration issues. Your 
system must meet the requirements described in this chapter for successful 
installation. If you have questions about whether your hardware configuration 
is supported, contact your system vendor. 

Do You Have Enough Disk Space? 

The amount of disk space you need depends on whether you are adding the 
bundled User AnswerBook, unbundled Solaris 2.2 software and/ or third party 
software. See Table 3-1 before starting installation.

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Booting and Installing Preinstalled 
and Non-preinstalled Systems 

This chapter describes how to boot and install the default end user software for 
preinstalled and non-preinstalled systems from your CD-ROM, and start the 
Open Windows environment. 

Determining Your System Type 
Most new systems are preinstalled at the factory with a program that 
automatically installs the end user software from the CD-ROM onto your disk. 
When you turn on your system, the booting sequence automatically starts and 
you are prompted to enter system configuration information (for example, date 
and time). After the booting sequence, installation automatically begins. 

If your system is not preinstalled, it cannot boot when you turn on your 
system. In this case, you can start the booting sequence manually. 

Is Your Hardware Set Up? 
The following system components must be set up and ready to use before 
booting: 

• System unit 

• Graphics terminal 

• Disk drive(s) 

• Compact disk player 

• Keyboard and mouse

During system boot, you will be prompted to: 

• Create a name (called hostname) for your workstation 

• Specify your geographical region, time zone, current date and time 

• Create a root password 

• Log in to the system as root 

Follow these steps to boot the system: 

1. Insert the Solaris 2.2 CD-ROM into the CD-ROM caddy (supplied with 
your compact disc player). 

2. Insert the caddy into the compact disc player. 

3. Turn on your system components in the order recommended by your 
hardware guide; booting begins automatically. 

During the first phase of booting, the message No carrier -
transcei ver cable problem? is displayed. Ignore this message because 
it applies only to systems connected to a network. 

Next, you will see the Solaris logo, followed by the message The system 
is coming up. You are then prompted to supply system configuration 
information through a series of interactive screens. 

After you press Return on the final screen, the system automatically installs 
the end user software from the CD-ROM onto your disk. 

After the software is installed, the following screen is displayed, prompting 
you to create a root password. (You will use this password to log in to the 
system after it reboots.) 
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As root, you have superuser privileges. Superuser privileges give you access 
to all files on your system. Chapter 7, "Creating a User Account and 
Environment," describes how to create a user login and password. 

What is your root password? 

A root password may contain any number of characters, but only 
the first eight characters in the password are significant. For 
example, if you enter 'alb2c3d4e5f6' as your root password, then

When you turn on a non-preinstalled system, it tries to boot but fails. Then the 
screen displays the ok prompt. 

1. Insert the Solaris 2.2 CD-ROM into the CD-ROM caddy (supplied with 
your compact disc player).

The Open Windows environment is Sun's implementation of the OPEN LOOK 
Graphical User Interface (GUI). It is a graphics-based operating environment 
where you manipulate objects with a mouse, rather than typing commands at 
the keyboard. 

After the Open Windows environment is installed, the workspace is displayed; 
this is the solid background that surrounds windows and icons. When you first 
start the Open Windows environment, the workspace displays the following 
items: 

• A Command Tool (cmdtool) - A shell tool or command interpreter which 
processes your keyboard input and passes commands to the operating 
system. 

• The File Manager - A tool for manipulating directories, subdirectories, and 
files in your home directory without typing commands to the operating 
system. A second File Manager window displays the CD-ROM icon which is 
automatically mounted during installation; the folders (for example SO) 
represent the disk slices on the CD-ROM. 

• A wastebasket - A temporary holding place for files you intend to discard. 

Workspace Menu 

The workspace menu (sometimes called the root menu) is a pop-up menu for 
starting applications, tools, and utilities. To display the workspace menu: 

1. Move your mouse pointer to any area of the workspace not occupied by a 
window or icon. 

2. Press the MENU button.

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If you are unfamiliar with the Open Windows environment, see Appendix C, 
"Open Windows Concepts," for a brief overview of terminology and concepts.

To see a help screen for an item on the workspace, place the mouse pointer on 
the item and press the HELP key.

Because there is no upgrade available for 4.1.x systems, you must install Solaris 
2.2 from scratch using the procedures in "Installing Non-preinstalled and 4.l.x 
Systems" on page 22. 

Caution - If you are running 4.l.x and have a SPARCsystem, backing up is 
particularly important because the SunOS 5.2 operating system is larger than 
SunOS 4.1.x releases. Disks may be repartitioned and you could lose data if 
you do not follow backup and restore procedures. See Solaris 2.2 System 
Configuration and Installation Guide for specific files that may need to be saved.

Before you install any new version of the Solaris operating environment, you 
should always do a full backup of your files. Backing up and restoring files is not a 
trivial procedure; if you do not have a backup procedure already in place, see 
the SunOS 5.2 Routine System Administration Guide. See the Solaris 2.2 System 
Configuration and Installation Guide for specific files that may need to be saved.

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Note - If you previously installed Solaris 2.1 end user software, the PEXlib 
runtime environment (SUNWpexlb) was automatically installed. In the Solaris 
2.2 environment, this software will not automatically be upgraded, because 
most users do not require this functionality. To install the SUNWpexib 
software, you must add it by using the procedure described in Chapter 6, 
"Adding User AnswerBook and Other Software." 

Note - Upgrading your system may take as long as an initial install, depending 
on the software you choose. 

1. From the installation configuration menu, select Upgrade and press 
Return. 

2. If more than one disk is upgradable, and a menu is overlaid for selecting 
a disk: select the disk to upgrade, select Apply and press Return. 

3. From the upgrade configuration screen, select Start Upgrade and press 
Return. 

Note - If system problems result in only a partial upgrade, you are prompted 
to either finish the upgrade or quit. If you specify yes, the upgrading process 
continues. If you specify no, you must backup your disk and reinstall using the 
Quick Install option as described in "Installing Non-preinstalled and 4.l.x 
Systems" on page 22. 

After installation begins, the screen displays messages showing the 
packages as they are added. At the end of installation, the screen displays 
where to find a cleanup file (containing any files that could not 
automatically be merged), and a log file of the upgrade. 

4. Check the cleanup file and take any actions required to complete your 
upgrade. 

5. Type reboot at the prompt.

Adding User AnswerBookand 
Other Software 

This chapter describes how to add the User AnswerBook, third-party software, 
and other unbundled software. 

The User AnswerBook is the optional online documentation, which you can 
add by using the Software Manager Tool described in this chapter. 

Checking Your Disk Space 
Whether you booted up a new system, or upgraded to the Solaris 2.2 
environment, the directory / opt is created during installation for optional 
software. However, you may not have enough room in / opt to add User 
AnswerBook or other optional software. User AnswerBook takes 
approximately 25 megabytes (25,600 kilobytes). 
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In the following steps, you will use the SunOS df command to find free disk 
space for installing your optional software. 

1. Open a Command Tool shell (if one is not already opened). 

2. Move the mouse pointer into the Command Tool shell. 
The default Bourne shell prompt $ is displayed. 

3. Expand the Command Tool window for the next step by using the resize 
corners.

Disks are listed under the Filesystem heading and are located in the

In the previous example, slice zero of disk device two (d3) contains all the root 
files; slice five contains optional software; slice six contains user software. 

Free disk space is shown in the avail column; the number listed is in 
kilobytes. In the above example, / opt has only 18,542 kilobytes. This is not 
enough space for User AnswerBook, which requires approximately 25,600 
kilobytes. The only directory with adequate space for User AnswerBook is 
/usr (29,264 kilobytes). 

5. Check your vendor documentation to see how much disk space is 
required for any third-party software you want to install. 
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Note - To convert megabytes into kilobytes, multiply the number of megabytes 
by 1024. For example, 25 megabtyes X 1024 = 25,600 kilobytes. 

6. Record the directories for installing your optional software. 

Adding Software by Using Software Manager 
This section describes how to use the Software Manager tool (swmtool) to add 
User AnswerBook, but the steps shown are similar for adding other unbundled 
software.

A user account describes you as a unique user to the system. It identifies your 
user name for logging into the system, your home directory, and parameters for 
managing your password. 

When to Create a User Account 

You should create a user account: 

• If you are a new user and are still logged into the system as superuser 

You should create a user account to set up a user login so you do not 
continue working as superuser. As superuser, you have unrestricted access 
to all files, and can perform system administrator functions such as shutting 
down the system, and editing and removing protected files. Even with a 
standalone system, you should become superuser only when it is required; 
this will protect you from destroying data or inadvertently shutting down 
your system. See Appendix B, "The Superuser Account," for information on 
when and how to become superuser.
